
Guidelines

• No Running inside the church.

• No Backtalk.

• No Horseplay.  This means wrestling, fighting, gymnastics or playing

tag.

• Everyone is to be respectful to each other and all adults.

• No kids in the kitchen.  If you need something from the kitchen you

may ask an adult.

• One at a time in the bathroom.

• No name calling.

• All kids will eat dinner at the same time and in the same area.  If you

are not hungry and do not want to eat, you will still stay with your

group.  You can read or just sit and wait on the others to finish.

Nobody will be allowed to go outside until all are finished eating.

• No food allowed anywhere except for in the Fellowship Hall.

• You must stay in the designated area at all times.  This means you stay

with your group.

• Follow Directions.

• Clean up after yourself.

• When your adult leader is talking, you don’t.  Be quiet and raise your

hand if you have a question or comment.

• Use your inside voice when you are anywhere inside the church.

• Do not bring items (toys, games etc.) from home or school to church

with you.  If you do, please leave those items in your backpack or they

will be taken up and returned to you at the end of the night.  If you

need to bring an item from home, you must have Miss Tammy, Miss

Donna or Miss Angie approve that item.

• Absolutely no pocket knives or weapon type toys/items are allowed in

the church.

• No children are allowed in the storage or costume area at any time

without adult supervision.

We have a “one time warning” rule. You will receive one warning to stop

whatever it is your doing.  If you continue to break a rule, you will be placed

in a 10 minute timeout somewhere outside of the area that the other

children are in.  If you continue to break the rules after the timeout, your

parent will be asked to come and sit with you or pick you up.

We know that each of you is capable of following the guidelines.  If we

follow the guidelines we can all have a great time and learn more about Jesus

and His teachings.
